1 Timothy 6:11-12 

WHY WE PARTICIPATE IN SERVANT EVENTS? 
1. God and His church build Christian servants. We love others because he first loved us. 
2. God has prepared works for us to do. Ephesians 2:8-10  “For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith-- and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God--not by works, so that no one can boast. For we are God's workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do.” 
3. Service provides personal opportunity to grow in faith. 
4. We learn servanthood by doing and reflecting on what we do. 
5. Serving others demonstrates to them the reality and power of Christ’s influence in our lives. If they see our fruit, we earn the right to speak about the root of our faith. 
6. Growing to become more like Jesus Christ, who modeled true sacrificial service, becomes an integral part of our life-long journey of faith. 
7. Servant adventures are NOT VACATIONS. They're hard work, not only physical labor, but also some challenging lessons in close living quarters with varied personalities and long bus rides together. There is a great deal to be learned about offering your body as a "living sacrifice." A servant adventure is a time to grow and learn how to put your own desires aside and do things for the good of the group and for the sake of the Kingdom. 
8. 2012 Servant Adventure Theme:  Set Free—Slaves to all - “Though I am free and belong to no man, I make myself a slave to everyone, to win as many as possible.” 1 Corinthians 9:19
9. Bethlehem’s youth ministry exists to create strong disciples of Jesus who interact with God’s Word and express God’s love through loving action. 

THE WHO…WHEN…WHERE…HOW MUCH? 
WHO: youth who were in 8th  through 12th grade in the 2011-2012 school year
WHEN: June 30 - July 7, 2012 (These dates include travel) 
WHERE: Logan County, West Virginia. The rustic, wilderness setting is inviting, as is the hospitality of the Appalachian people. The county’s rural location, however, presents economic challenges for this small community. 
WHAT: This year’s servant event consists of service in three major areas: Serving local children by telling them about God’s love, 
home improvement projects to help those who cannot help themselves, encouraging residents with the Love of Christ. 



REGISTRATION AGE REQUIREMENT: 
1. Registration is open to all youth who were in 8th  through 12th grade in the 2011-2012 school year.  
2. Families Please Note…we welcome younger youth to be part of this opportunity. 
We are also intentional in making parents/guardians aware that this youth ministry 
opportunity will require maturity and dedication. If your son and/or daughter will be graduating this year from 8th grade, you are encouraged to talk with them regarding the 
energy, commitment, and maturity that is expected for this event. Throughout the 
duration of the servant event participants will be challenged spiritually, physically, 
and emotionally. 

ADULT LEADERS: 
College-aged individuals and adults can serve as leaders for this event. These leaders are responsible for the care and nurture of each Bethlehem youth throughout the duration of the servant event. Adult Leaders must meet the following requirements: 
 Must be at least 21 years old at the time of registration. 
 Attend our Servant Event Adult Leader Information Meeting: 

Serving as an adult leader for servant events takes hard work and true dedication to young people. Adult leaders are responsible for the care and nurture of their small group and Bethlehem’s larger group. Adult leaders attend all servant event related activities and participate with their small group and Bethlehem’s larger group. Adult leaders will need to be intentionally involved in the events leading up to the servant event as well as events that take place upon our return from the event. 
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HOW MUCH: 
Cost per participant is $258.00 plus transportation. We are estimating $300.00 total including spending money.
